BIILATERAL NONDISCLOSURE AGREEMENT

Each party hereto possesses certain information and material it considers confidential and/or proprietary (”Information”), which it, nevertheless, agrees to disclose to the other.  The receiving party recognizes that such Information constitutes special, unique and valuable property of the disclosing party, that the disclosing party desires to maintain and ensure the confidentiality of such Information, and that the disclosing party may be irreparably harmed if such Information is made public.  Accordingly, all such Information made available to the receiving party pursuant to this Agreement, either orally or in writing, directly or indirectly, shall be kept confidential and shall be subject to the following:  

1.  Information disclosed in writing must be conspicuously marked with a “Confidential” or similar legend.  Information disclosed orally or visually must be identified as confidential at the time of disclosure and followed by a subsequent reduction to documentary form and submission to the recipient within thirty (30) days of the date of the initial disclosure.

The receiving party shall not disclose any Information to any third party without the prior written consent of the disclosing party.  


3.
The receiving party shall not use the Information for its own use or commercial purposes.  


4.
Any tangible Information which is made available to the receiving party under this Agreement shall not be copied or duplicated in any form or manner, and shall be returned immediately to the disclosing party upon request.  


5.
The foregoing obligations of confidentiality shall apply for a period of three (3) years from the date hereof.  Such obligations of confidentiality shall not apply to the following:  



a.
Information known by the receiving party prior to the date of its disclosure hereunder.  



b.
Information which is or becomes public or available to the general public other than through any act or default of the receiving party.  

c. Information obtained from a third party who is in lawful possession of same and who did not acquire same directly or indirectly from the disclosing party under an obligation of confidence.  



d.
Information disclosed pursuant to judicial order.


6.
In the event that the receiving party shall have knowledge of any breach of the confidentiality of, or the misappropriation of, any Information, such party shall promptly give notice thereof to the other, which shall, without limitation of any other remedies to which it may be entitled by law, be entitled to injunctive relief, to enforcement of specific performance and to damages in the event of any violation of this Agreement.
